Mardi Gras at Grace!

On Tuesday, February 16, Grace Lutheran will be celebrating Mardi Gras with a Potluck/Party

( Mar di Gras is French for fAFat Tuesdayo) begin
Wednesday, the beginning of the penitential season of Lent. Some people usdaiigpdfod of

Lent to give up a favorite food, drink or habit, and Fat Tuesday is the last chance to enjoy that item.

Traditionally the time from Three KCamgalesm Day (
parts of the world which culminates on Fat Tuesday. Mardi Gras is the last night of indulgence before
the sixweek period of Lent. In the United States the observance of Mardi Gras is most famously
celebrated in New Orleans, Louisiana with great celebrations and parades.

We have ordered some Mardi Gras masks and beads to share together that evening and we encourage
you to prepare a traditional Mardi Gras food to share as part of the potluck. New Orleans is famous

for both Cajun and Creole food, either of which would be appropriate to share for the potluck.
