(%%3 Oaks Indian Mission, a ministry of the Lutheran Church, has roots which run deep into the
g 2 history of the Cherokee Nation. Officially, the Mission began in 1801, when the tribe invited

Q\C Moravian missionaries to open a school in Georgia, a few miles from the seat of the Cheroke:
\ 7 \3_ government. This school would prepare many of the tribe's leaders in the decades following.
£ The mission serves children from agesl#, from a multitude of tribal backgrounds. While
living in a homelike cottage with a small group of children, they receive love, food, shelter, clothing and
guidance. They are enrolled in the public Oaks Mission School, and participate in the ministry of Eban Ezer
Lutheran Church.
